Proper attire, proper 

tack, only legal bits and proper conduct of participants and spectators. 

 

No entry fee will be refunded without 

proof of illness to horse or rider. No entry fee will be refunded due to weather conditions. Any unruly horse, pony, 

or person will be excused from the grounds. No alcohol is permitted on the grounds.
